Under MCE,
Marin County cities and towns would form an agewtych would buy renewable power collectively ditgct
while PG&E would continue to be responsible for ttasmission lines, billing and other duties. ©Gustrs who
wish to remain with PG&E may do so.

Marin’s Low Income Families Have Faced Historic Rigng Energy Costs

Low-income families are often the most affectedibing energy costs. Unfortunately, many low ineom
families and individuals living in Marin County wlase hardest hit by these increasing utility céstso qualify
for existing federal, state or utility-administeraskistance programs which have extremely limitedadines.

Examples of Marin County residents who fail to gyefbr existing assistance programs include:

A single mother earning $30,500 per year wouldxmueled from a rate discount under the
C.A.R.E. program.

A single mother must earn less than $28,850 perigeader to qualify for the LIHEAP program
which provides once per year bill payment assiganc

A married couple must earn less than $30,500 ttifgdar the LIEE program which provides no-
cost energy efficiency measures.

The PG&E REACH program provides only one-time pdyments. A two-person household must
earn less than $30,500 and must demonstrate “amtrotable or unplanned change in their
ability to pay their PG&E bill.”



How Could MCE Help Low Income Families and Individuals?

All existing PG&E-administered assistance progravosld continue to
be offered under Marin Clean Energy. Additional EA@dministered programs
to reduce energy costs for low-income individualsld include:

Creation of a discounted tariff for individuals afiagnilies on
limited fixed income who don’t qualify under curtggrograms.
Expanded weatherization, energy efficiency and awhmasponse
services to lower monthly bills.

Integrating programs with local agencies and nafHgrserving
the low income community to better identify andveethose
households in need.

Integrating services with water agency progranmmaooe cost-effectively deliver resource
conserving measures and for even greater reductioousehold costs.

Expanded services and subsidies for use of renewabburces including onsite solar water heating
and generation.

Additional non-English outreach to non-English da to explain their bill and optional programs
available to them.

Participating communities would also have the gbib design local programs and special tariffadtp
low income families in their communities. The MCBdd would determine what types of assistance progr
are implemented under MCE.
